Number and place value
· Compare & order numbers up to 1000.
· Read & write all numbers to 1000 in digits & words.
· Find 10 or 100 more/less than a given number.
· Count from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 & 100.
· Recall & use multiplication & division facts for 2,3,4,5, 8 and 10 tables.
· Recognise place value of any 3-digit number.
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Add & subtract
· 3-digit numbers & ones
· 3-digit numbers & tens

· Numbers with up to 3-digits using efficient written method 
· Use inverse to check.

Multiplication and division
· 2-digit by 1-digit

· Tell time using 12 and 24 hour clocks; and using roman numerals.
· Tell time to nearest minute.
